Another big month at the Cue CRC. The amount of visitors we had in August 

exceeded the amount in July, it’s fantastic that in these times we are getting so 

many visitors through the doors and we’re hoping for more of the same for 

September and October. 

Who went to the Trivia Night? If you didn’t, you totally missed out! We had five 

full tables and one table with only two people on it, so around 32 people       

attended and helped raise almost $300 for the Royal Flying Doctors Service. 

The Cue CRC had a few other donations through the month of August so we 

added that to the total  to make the grand total of $331.00. 

We want to thank everyone for attending and making the night the success 

that it was. With thanks to Jenni and Ian Dennis for organising the event, Cue 

Roadhouse and the Queen of the Murchison Café for donations that were    

raffled off and used in our winners prize and Sue Kirkham for helping me     

collect money on the night. We would also like to thank those that made cash  

donations. 
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After several years of planning, the Shires of Cue, Meekatharra, Murchison, 
Mount Magnet, Sandstone, Wiluna and Yalgoo will be celebrating the launch of 
the Murchison Georegion with a formal ceremony to be held in Mount Magnet 
on 18 September. Georegions are areas with significant geological features, 
specifically targeting the worldwide popularity of geotourism. 21 key geological 
sites across the seven Murchison local governments have been identified, 6 of 
which are located in the Shire of Cue. These will be promoted through        
brochures, interpretive signage and an interactive smart phone app. Further 
developments may include the provision of visitor facilities at several of the 
sites as the Shires work towards recognition of the georegion as a UNESCO 
Global Geopark. There are currently 161 UNESCO Global Geoparks in 44 
countries, none of which are located in Australia. 
 
The refurbishment of the old Railway Station building, which is being restored 
and repurposed as a Youth and Community Centre with assistance from      
Lotterywest, is nearing completion. Once the building is complete and fitted out 
with equipment, the Shire will be advertising for a part-time Youth Coordinator 
to provide after school, weekend and holiday programs. 
 
Work is also continuing on repairing and refurbishing the Bank of NSW,       
purchased by the Shire last year. Council is inviting input from the community 
regarding ideas for the use of this building. Suggestions so far include offices, 
a restaurant and a bakery. The Shire is willing to fit out the building               
appropriately and offer an attractive rental to accommodate a suitable        
business that will be beneficial to the community. 
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At their August meeting, Council adopted the 2020/21 budget, adhering as 
near as possible to the position of a 0% increase in fees, rates and charges to 
assist in the economic recovery from the impact of COVID 19. Ratepayers 
should expect to receive their rates notices very soon. 
 
If you have ever considered purchasing a block of land in Cue, now is the time 
to act. Development WA, formerly Landcorp, have reduced the price of         
residential lots in town from $15,000 to $10,000. New flyers are currently being 
prepared detailing the lots available. 
 
Barefoot bowls are now on at a new winter timeslot of 1pm on Sundays.    Eve-
rybody is welcome, with plenty of bowls available for those who do not have 
their own. Come along to learn (it’s not that challenging), meet new    people 
and have some fun.
